All members of Curriculum and Pedagogy are invited to submit names in nomination for membership on the Governing Council of the Curriculum & Pedagogy Group, including individuals who wish to self-nominate. According to the by-laws, "membership in Curriculum and Pedagogy shall consist of those who have attended the annual conference of the association within the past three years." Both the individual nominating and the nominee must be members of Curriculum and Pedagogy.

Nominations will be accepted electronically from October 1, 2011 through Friday, October 15, 2011 via email. We will also accept nominations in person at the C&P Conference from the beginning of the conference until 1:00 p.m. Friday, October 21st. Curriculum and Pedagogy members may self-nominate or accept nominations by others to be placed on the ballot for election to a three-year term of service on the Governance Council. 
Nominators must submit the 2011 Nomination Form and must ask the proposed candidate to submit the 2011 Council Nominee Biographical Info Sheet. Submission of the Council Nominee Biographical Info Sheet represents the candidate’s acceptance of nomination to the voting ballot, and so must be received by the nominations deadline. 
Individuals who are running for council will be introduced at the Town Hall meeting on Friday, October 21st (this meeting runs from 5:30 p.m. – 7:00 p.m.). We will open voting at the conference at 3:00 p.m. Friday, October 21st. Ballots may be picked up at the Registration Table and will also be handed out at the Friday evening Town Hall. Completed ballots must be returned by the close of voting on Friday, October 21st at 7:30 p.m. Election results will be announced at the Town Hall on Saturday.
Newly elected council members are expected to attend a council meeting at the close of the conference, Saturday, October 22nd from 2-3 p.m. Council responsibilities require a commitment to active participation in the year-round work of the council, which typically meets twice at the annual conference and which conducts a majority of its business via the council wiki throughout the year. Accordingly, members are expected to actively participate on the wiki, including logging on and engaging in discussions at least once a week. Terms run January through December and are for three (3) years.  The Association By-Laws (Article V.b.5) require that “each member of the Council will have at least one specific responsibility during the year and is expected to attend the annual conference and council meetings in their entirety.”
