2012 CALL for NOMINATIONS

for the GOVERNING COUNCIL of the

CURRICULUM & PEDAGOGY GROUP
All members of Curriculum and Pedagogy are invited to submit names in nomination for membership on the Governing Council of the Curriculum & Pedagogy Group, including individuals who wish to self-nominate.  According to the by-laws, "membership in Curriculum and Pedagogy shall consist of those who have attended the annual conference of the association within the past three years." Both the individual nominating and the nominee must be members of Curriculum and Pedagogy.

The C&P Council establishes procedures and guidelines for conducting its business consistent with the philosophy of the organization.  Policy and procedure are subject to review and revision by the general membership at the Town Hall or Business meeting/s at the annual conference which, as a body of the whole, is the sole and final decision-making body of this organization. The Association By-Laws (Article V.b.5) require that “each member of the Council will have at least one specific responsibility during the year and is expected to attend the annual conference and council meetings in their entirety.”
Council responsibilities require a commitment to active participation in the year-round work of the council, which typically meets twice at the annual conference and which conducts a majority of its business via the council wiki throughout the year. Accordingly, members are expected to actively participate on the wiki, including logging on and engaging in discussions at least once a week. Terms run January through December and are for three (3) years.  The Association By-Laws (Article V.b.5) require that “each member of the Council will have at least one specific responsibility during the year and is expected to attend the annual conference and council meetings in their entirety.”
Nominations will be accepted electronically from July 1, 2012 through Friday, November 2, 2012 via email. Please send completed nomination forms to Jennie Stearns jstearns@ggc.edu. If you know of someone you believe would be a good candidate, please send his or her name and email address to the committee (jstearns@ggc.edu), and the committee will contact that person with an invitation to complete this nomination form.
We will also accept nominations in person at the C&P Conference from the beginning of the conference until 8:00 a.m. Friday, November 9. Nomination forms will be available at the Registration Table throughout the conference. 

Submission of the Council Nominee Biographical Info Sheet represents the candidate’s acceptance of nomination to the voting ballot, and so must be received by the nominations deadline. 
Individuals who are running for council will be introduced at the start of the Town Hall meeting on Friday, November 9. Voting will be held at this meeting on Friday, and election results will be announced at its conclusion.
Newly elected Council Members are expected to attend a Council Meeting on Saturday, November 10 from 12:45-2:45 pm.
